Membership Rules





Subscriptions


The rates of subscription are for one full year and must be paid by 31 September. 


Anyone failing to pay by this date, who has not received a concession from the Committee, will not be selected.


Players joining after 15 November may be eligible for a reduced subscription rate to be agreed by the Committee.


Members who at the end of the season feel that they have not been selected often enough to warrant a full subscription can apply to the Committee for a rebate. Any such application must be made by 30 April.


A new member must pay a Club subscription before playing his/her 3rd match for the Club.





Methods of payment


subscriptions may be paid by cheque (payable to Newbury & Thatcham Hockey Club) or by cash.


Payment may be made in 3 instalments, with post-dated cheques, but the full amount must be paid by 31 December. Please contact the Honorary Treasurer if you wish to use this method of payment.


Only the Honorary Treasurer can sanction any other method of payment. The Club wishes you to play hockey, so if you have a problem in paying your subscription, please contact the Treasurer or your Club Captain.


Subscriptions and membership forms will be collected by Fiona Steele who will issue a membership card on receipt of your payment.





Membership Form

Match fees


Match fees are payable on the day a match is played.


Any player who fails to pay his/her match fee on 2 consecutive occasions, will not be selected again until these match fees have been paid.





Disciplinary Code


	General


All members are expected to represent the Club in a responsible and positive way when engaged in Club activities.


Under 16 Junior members will be included in as many Club social occasions as possible but must recognise that this may not always be appropriate.





On the pitch


2 Yellow Cards received in consecutive games will result in an automatic suspension for one game.


Any additional Yellow Card will involve a Disciplinary Committee Hearing.


Any Red Card received will be investigated, so that the Club can take any action required of it.


It is the Team Captains responsibility to report any Yellow or Red Cards received by players to the respective Ladies or Men's Club Captains.
