COncessions Policy
Newbury & Thatcham Hockey Club (NT-HC) aims to make hockey accessible to as many people as possible and is committed to ensuring open, fair and equitable treatment of all members and associates.

To these ends, NT-HC has agreed the following support and concessions to help and assist players, parents and guardians with costs associated with being a member of NT-HC.
All concessions are awarded on a seasonal (annual) basis.

General concessions

These concessions are available to every club member and should be automatically applied:
· 50% reduction in full member subscription charge and match fees for:
(a) anyone unemployed for more than one month and who is actively seeking work; and
(b) those in full time education.
· 50% reduction in annual junior subscription for each and every additional young player (1) supported by the same parent / guardian (full annual junior subscription is still payable for first young player)

· Young players (1) playing and paying a senior match fee on a given weekend, need not pay a junior match fee when playing a junior match on the same weekend.

Concessions requiring approval

These concessions must be applied for (verbally or in writing) and require approval from an authorised committee of the club.
· Up to 100% off the relevant annual subscription and / or match fees may be requested

Requests can be submitted to any officer of the club.

Approval of concessions remains with the Club Management Committee and / or Junior Committee.  Concessions above and beyond that available to every member of the club are approved on a case by case basis.  The Junior Committee may not approve concessions for officers of the Junior Committee.
It is a generally accepted principle that concessions will be offered to individuals suffering exceptional financial hardship and / or in recognition of personal commitment to the development, running or management of the club.

Referrals or disputes over decisions should be discussed with the Club Chairman, Club Welfare Officer or Junior Co-ordinator.  Referrals or disputes can be escalated to the Management Committee whose decision will be final.
