BBO League

This will be the last season played under the current structure of 5 Divisions with 16 teams in each (subject to late withdrawals).  The proposed new structure for the 2002/2003 season is for a Premier and Division 1 both of 10 teams, playing opponents both home and away; Divisions 2 and 3 both of 16 teams, playing opponents only once; and Divisions 4 and 5 both of 14 teams, also playing opponents only once.

Newbury Information

Next Season 2005-2006
The structure of the South League has been changed radically from this season onwards.  South 1 and South 2 will be reduced to 10 teams (currently 11 and 12 respectively) and two parallel leagues S3A and S3B, also of 10 teams, will be created, one containing clubs from BBO and Middlesex, the other from Hants, Surrey and Sussex.  Because the BBO could lose between three and five teams to this new structure, dependent upon the combination of  promotions and relegations at the end of 2004-2005, the BBO League will itself be restructured.  There will now be 5 Divisions of 11 teams playing each other at home and away; another 2 Divisions will exist at the bottom of the structure, the number of teams in each being dependent upon the number remaining, the number of new applications, and the number of possible withdrawals.  There are known to be 3 new applications, namely Aylesbury, Sonning and our own 4th XI.  The new Divisions will be known as Premier 1, Premier 2, and Divisions 1-5. 

First XI

Newbury/Thatcham 1st XI are promoted to the new South 3A Division, together with fellow BBO teams, University of Oxford 1, Henley 1, Buckingham 1 and Wycombe Rye 1, all from the old BBO Premier Division, and Windsor 1, relegated from South 2. First XI
